What Happened To Semaramus?

-After Nimrod dies Semaramus gets
pregnant by her deceased husband
Nimrod

-Semaramus’s son Tammuz marries his
mother (This may be where
“Cupid” originated)



-Tamuz was ruler of Babylon
-He was a mighty hunter like his father
-At the age of 40 years old Tammuz was
gorged by a wild boar In a hunting

acclident

-Semaramus dies



-Baal was not ready to recelve Semaramus In
“heaven” so Baal sends her back to earth in an
egg and It lands and breaks In the
Euphrates River

-The egg of Semaramus hatches a rabbit (fertility
symbol) and eventually lays more eggs.

- Semaramus Is now known by the name Ishtar.



Impact On Man

1) 1st Sunday after vernal equinox sunrise service,
Priests would impregnate young virgins on an altar
2) Take babies 3 months old from the previous year
and sacrifice them on the altar to Ishtar
3) Take “eggs” of Ishtar and dip them In the blood
of the babies that were sacrificed
4) World wide the color of Easter eggs Is blood red
5) Ham Is eaten on Easter (Ishtar)
6) 40 days of Lent fast before Easter to celebrate
the death and resurrection of Tammuz
