The Feasts Redeem/Restore The Relationship Between Yahovah And His People

1. Passover -The atonement for sin/sin punishment is paid

2. Unleavened Bread- repairing life’s sinful journey of 7000 years (earth’s history)
3. FIrst Fruits- The resurrection/ no eternal death

4. Shavuot-?

5. Trumpets - Restoration of land-man’s separation from the Garden and God
(Numbers 10:8-9)

6. Yom Kippur- Yahovah's judgement loss of covering/ covering restored
(Genesis 3:7)

/. Sukkot- Communing with Yahovah iIs restored (Matthew 1:23)

* Bring first fruits offering
*Travel to Jerusalem

* Do no work/rest
